3. Review the Association's publications program as a benefit of membership and recommend areas for development in support of the strategic goals

4. Review costs, pricing and marketing of ALISE publications

Major Accomplishments: 
At the September ALISE Board meeting, several actions related to our committee were taken:
1. JELIS Editor Call. The responses have been received and interviews will take place at the January conference (The Chair is on that task force). 
2. Online conference proceedings. The Board is in favor of having a published proceedings,
3. ALISE Web site. In response to our recommendation, the Board approved a motion to move forward with a usability study for a fixed fee of $2,500 through Imaginary Landscape.
4. Social Media Needs: Need a Twitter account for ALISE, not a twitter hashtag. Tied to an email account. Has to come from headquarters. [Note: Kathleen announced the new Twitter account:https://twitter.com/alisehq in late fall of 2012]
Action Areas Pending:

1. Future of JELIS. We would like to hire someone to investigate how to move JELIS to online subscription. 


2. A broader discussion about the overall future of JELIS—how it is viewed, how it should be reinvented under the leadership of a new editor


3. Online conference proceedings. How will it be implemented? Who will edit it?


Issues of Concern:

1. Following up with improvements in the ALISE Web site to make it more usable, more appealing, more timely.


2. Open access for JELIS—is there a sustainable business model?


Recommendations to the Board (if any):
1. Most of the next steps at this are administrative; we recommend that the Board monitor these actions closely.
